Introduction:

At Port Said University, our beliefs,
attention, and endeavors converge in the
pursuit of the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs). Through collaborative efforts
with academia, business, industry, and local
communities, we endeavor to create
tangible impact and drive progress toward
the SDGs. This report documents the Port
Said University actions and endeavors to
achieve the third goal of the sustainable
development goal No. 3: "Good Health and
Wellbeing".

Collaborations and health services

A cooperation protocol was held between the
Faculty of Medicine, Port Said University and
the General Authority for Health Care of the
Comprehensive Health Insurance System,
which represents a major leap in the health
service in the Arab Republic of Egypt.

A cooperation protocol was signed between
Port Said University and the Health Care
Authority in the fields of education, training
and scientific research.
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Outreach medical programs

A medical convoy was organized for the
Manasra village. The convoy included medical
examinations, blood pressure and blood
sugar measurements, and free treatment for
the people of West Port Said villages. Its
headquarters was the health unit in Al-
Manasra. The convoy included many
professors from the Faculty of Human
Medicine, Pharmacy and Nursing in all
medical specialties such as ophthalmology,
internal medicine, children, dermatology,
brain, neurology and women. Medicines were
dispensed for free, where the convoy is part
of the series of convoys organized by Port
Said University to the ancient villages of the
South and Bahr al-Baqar.
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The medical convoy set off for Port Said
University, heading to the New Qabouti area.
The medical convoy included all medical
specialties, examination and treatment were
free of charge. Clothes were also distributed
to the families and children.
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As part of the keenness to activate the
cooperation protocol between Port Said
University and the Port Said Health Care
Authority, a scientific symposium was held
for ophthalmologists in Port Said under the
title Dry Eye, its causes and methods of
treatment.

The General Administration of Environmental
Projects in the Environment Sector organized
a medical convoy to the (Intellectual
Education Association) for orphaned girls.
The convoy included examination in the
following specialties (eyes and internal
medicine) and the distribution of treatment
free of charge, and the distribution of gifts to
the girls of the association.

The General Administration of Environmental
Projects in the Environment Sector organized
a medical convoy to (The Right of Our
Children Association) for the disabled
orphaned children. The convoy included
examination in the following specialties (eyes
and internal affairs) and the distribution of
treatment free of charge, and the distribution
of clothes and gifts to the children.

The General Administration of Environmental
Projects organized a medical convoy to the
elderly home in Port Fouad on Wednesday
2/9/2020 in cooperation with the Faculty of
Medicine, where all precautionary measures
were taken to confront the new Corona virus
by distributing protective masks and adhering
to them during the presence of the convoy
during the detection period and presence in
the hall, where Prof. Dr. Ehab Ghoneim, Vice
Dean for Community Service and
Environmental Development, examined the
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eyes of the house’s inmates and gave them
treatment. Dr. Hesham Zakaria Hegazy, the
cardiology consultant, participated in the
convoy. The cases took place every week to
find out about their treatment. Prof. Dr. Jihan
Lotfy, Vice Dean of the College of Early
Childhood Education, participated by
donating hot lunches and a drink to the
house’s inmates and they were distributed to
them in Lunch period and also donated
protective medical masks for the guests.

The General Administration of Environmental
Projects organized a medical, nursing,
awareness convoy to (The House of Minors’
House) in Port Said and organized a clothing
exhibition for girls, and participated in the
convoy Mr. Nevin Marzouk, General Manager
of Environmental Projects.

A medical convoy was carried out to the Child
Library in Port Fouad to detect eye diseases
and conduct a fundus examination for
diabetics and dispense medicines free of
charge, in order to serve the people of Port
Fouad and in cooperation with the College of
Nursing, to conduct random blood sugar and
blood pressure measurements for the people
of Port Fouad under the supervision of Dr. /
Nahid Abdel Azim, the health nursing teacher
and Dr. Amani Ahmed Mustafa, Assistant
Professor at the Faculty of Medicine, gave a
lecture on household poisons, and Dr.
Ibrahim Al-Shawa provided the necessary
medicines for free in the convoy.

A medical convoy was carried out to Al-
Rahma Hospital in Port Said to examine eye
diseases and conduct a fundus examination
for diabetics, endoscopic examination and
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dispensing of medicines free of charge, for the
service of the people of Port Said, and in
cooperation with the management of Al-
Rahma Hospital and all hospital staff, where
free random glucose measurement, pressure
measurement and weight.

Sports facilities sharing with
society

The College of Physical Education, as part of
its societal responsibilities towards the
outside community, in cooperation with the
Canal Company for Rabat and Lights of Ships,
has carried out the sports rehabilitation of its
employees so that they can perform their
work better.

As part of its societal responsibilities towards
the outside community, the College of
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Physical Education hosted the Judo
Championship for talents on its sports fields.

The Faculty of Physical Education also hosted
the Delta and Port Said gymnastics
championships on its stadiums.

Organizing roving camps for boys and girls in
Port Said governorate within the Faculty of
Physical Education and making its
playgrounds and sports equipment available
to camp members.
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Smoking Free Campus

Port Said University follows a smoking ban
policy, which stems from the university's
interest in preserving the health of students
and university affiliates and preventing them
from being exposed to health problems

resulting from smoking. And in
implementation of the university's policy to
prevent smoking inside the university

campus, the faculties distributed posters
everywhere to warn and raise awareness of
the harms of smoking.
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
