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In line with its pioneering role as one of the
academic institutions supporting the State’s
efforts to achieve sustainable development, and
stemming from its national responsibility
toward the local and regional community, Port
Said University continues its active contributions
to the National Literacy and Adult Education
Project, which is considered one of the most
significant development programs aimed at
empowering individuals intellectually, socially,
and economically.

These efforts align with the directives of the
political leadership to eradicate illiteracy as a
cornerstone in building citizens capable of
contributing effectively to national
development. They also reflect the guidance of
the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific
Research and the General Authority for Adult
Education, both of which emphasize the crucial
societal role of universities in enhancing
cognitive and health awareness, and in
developing the intellectual capabilities of
citizens, particularly those most in need.

Within this framework, and out of its
commitment to fulfilling its national role with
efficiency and effectiveness, Port Said University
has carried out systematic and accurate
monitoring of the number of successful learners
in all literacy examination cycles during the
academic years 2023/2024, in coordination with
the various faculties of the university. This
reflects the substantial efforts made by
participating students, faculty members, and
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relevant units across the university. The
institution has also undertaken documentation
of performance indicators and evaluation of
project outcomes, as a model of the university’s
social responsibility in serving the local
community and supporting national
development efforts.
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
