Introduction

Based on its role as an educational and
developmental institution, Port Said University
adopts an integrated social protection policy
aimed at reducing the impact of poverty on
access to and continuity in higher education.
This policy is grounded in the principle that
education is a fundamental right that should not
be hindered by economic circumstances, in
alignment with Sustainable Development Goal 1
(SDG 1): No Poverty.

This policy is directly aligned with the indicators
of the THE Impact Rankings, as the university
transforms social support from a supplementary
service into a structural mechanism within the
educational system that achieves the following:

« SDG 1.3.1: Establishing an institutional
social protection network for students
through financial support programs and
tuition waivers

« SDG 1.4.1: Ensuring equitable access to
education by removing economic barriers
to courses and educational services

« SDG 1.5.1: Reducing economic
vulnerability among the most
disadvantaged students, thereby
enhancing their academic stability

« SDG 10: Reducing inequalities within the
educational environment

« SDG 4: Supporting inclusive and equitable
guality education by ensuring equal
opportunities for effective learning
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The policy is implemented through a multi-level
social protection framework integrating three
intervention pathways:

1. Direct financial support preventing cost-
related academic interruption

2. Governmental and community
partnerships addressing students’ living
conditions beyond the institution

3. Digital educational protection through
tuition waivers to guarantee effective
access to learning

Accordingly, the university establishes an
integrated social safety net within the academic
community that secures educational continuity
for disadvantaged groups and promotes social
equity across the campus.
